Reduces print runs through targeted communications

Reduces page count with customization

Reduces need for further communications due to 
increased relevance

Eliminates hard proofing by printing proof on actual device

Saves the storage impact through holding a digital archive

ï The founder, Bill Brodock and the generations since have shared a great kinship with 

natureôs unspoiled beauty.

ï Company-wide recycling programs for waste Styrofoam, paper, cardboard, toners,

inks and aluminum.

ï Brodock is FSC and Rainforest Alliance certified.

ï The soy inks used are mixed in-house with a $60K ink recycling system.

ï Company vehicles are being replaced with alternative fuel vehicles.

ï We will be producing biofuel for our employees by end of year.
